SRA-SF Membership Meeting

Sat. July 12, 2014
Introduction
Meeting called to order at 11:40 am.
President Judy Wadsworth welcomed new members Mike and Carol Talbot, and Joe Magna.
Old Business

1. Approval of previous meeting’s minutes:  Secretary forgot to bring a copy of minutes to the meeting to be read for approval.  Minutes are available on Facebook group and chapter website.
2. Spyders In The Redwoods (SITR).  Will be held August 4 -7 in Eureka, CA.  Online pre-registration now closed.  Can still register in person at the event.  Current registration count is 152.
3. Safety course for Spyders.  Clutch McGraff offered to teach a Spyder safety course.  Further investigation required prior to committing chapter funds for track rental, insurance, and other expenses.

4. Night rides.  Judy led her first Moon Ryde on June 13th.  Participants were awarded a “Moon Ryder” pin, designed by Judy.  She plans to lead future Moon Rydes, so there will be more chances to earn the “Moon Ryder” pin.

5. Yahoo Group.  Reminder from Jim O’Briant to join the chapter’s Yahoo Group, especially those who aren’t on Facebook.  Also a reminder to everyone to sign their name to any Yahoo Group emails, since Yahoo only shows email addresses of senders, not names.

New Business

1. Treasurer’s report by Judy Wadsworth.  Still need to reimburse Barbara and Roger Bartlett for their expenses incurred in hosting the chapter’s annual picnic on June 22nd.  Motion made by Barbara Bartlett to donate the picnic funds to a suitable charity, such as Ride for Kids.  Motion seconded and approved, with no dissenting votes.
2. Chapter’s Continued Existence.  Linda Horn asked if members should consider merging with the Sacramento chapter, or even discontinue chapter altogether, due to several factors: 1) recent lack of participation in chapter events, 2) lack of volunteers to fill chapter offices, and 3) lack of volunteers to plan rides.  General consensus was to continue as separate chapter, for now.  Lack of event participation seen as more of a communication issue, than anything else.  Can re-visit issue in January, during elections, if there are difficulties in filling chapter positions.
3. Proposed SITR T-shirt design.  Judy presented drawing of proposed design for this year’s SITR T-shirt.

4. Club Rides Mileage Program.  Judy presented proposed designs for the club mileage program.  Motion was made to use Spyder RT for pin design, and spend $200 for 50 pins (which includes set-up fees).  Motion seconded and approved with no dissenting votes.
5. Club Patches.  Chapter dues pay for main SRA club patch, so members only have to pay for chapter rocker.  Club patches to be ordered through Judy.
6. Upcoming Rides.  Middletown-Sonoma ride on July 26th (led by Paul & Linda Horn), Pleasanton-Patterson-San Jose ride on August 16th (led by Paul & Linda Horn), Sacramento Auto Museum ride on September 27th (led by Paul & Linda Horn), Overnight Morro Bay ride on October 4th & 5th (led by Jim O-Briant), and Bodega Bay ride on November 8th (led by Paul and Linda Horn).

7. Progressive International Motorcycle Show.  Scheduled for Friday, October 31st through Sunday, November 2nd, in San Jose.  Proposed members meet at show on Saturday or Sunday.
8. By-laws Revision.  Lorraine Riggio-Schwartz (not present at meeting) had earlier volunteered to revise chapter’s by-laws.  Motion approved for her to do so, subject to approval by Ken Miller, SRA National Director.

9. Laser Alignment Event.  Rich Kuwitsky hosting laser alignments by Squared Away, at his home in Fremont, on Saturday July 19th and Sunday July 20th.

10. Membership Roster.  Jim O’Briant working on official membership roster for chapter, with names, contact info, and membership renewal dates.
